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Changing face of Malahayati port

Malahayati name originates from Laksamana Kela
Hayati, female Admiral of the fleet, Heroine of Aceh
Darussalam Sultanate from 1589 to 1602. She comedaad
large flotilla with 2000 female warriors all saidl be widows.
Admiral Malahayati defeated the Dutch in naval emter in
1599. In 1602 met and agreed with special envayes
Lancaster from Queen Elizabeth 1, to allow Engliebsels to
pass unimpended through Malacca Straits througBataten
Java.

During that period in history, Aceh was well-knoas major
producer of Peppers.

The Admiral’'s heroic exploits, perpetuated the nawhdéhe
port of Malahayati the gateway sea port to Nanggkoeh
Darussalam.

On the 9" October 2006 more then 4 centuries lategfter the devastation of the Tsunami
of December 2004 , the Minister of Cooperationakfffrom Holland, Mrs Agnes van
Ardenne, handed over the refurbished Port of Malatidéo the Government of Indonesia.

The new wharf was extended from100 meters of oldrito 140 meters in length, funded by
Euro 8.5 Million, donated by Dutch Government

BRR erected 800 meters fence and established ®@0fpen storage for stacking cargo.

That day marked the commencement of the new erdMalahayati port to support the
reconstruction and rehabilitation of NanggroeA®arussalam.

Over the past 12 monthssubstantial cargoes was handled for relief aaji comprising of
items, sugar, rice, cooking oil, biscuits, noodhasdicines, tents, temporary shelters,

which followed with reconstruction materials faruses, roads, bridges.

Discharging construction materials such as cemasghalt, iron and aluminum framing, also
wooden items for housing. Heavy cargoes like Irartep, Piling for bridges and wharf
reconstruction, predominately Break-bulk cargo,diet manually with shore labour.
Palletized Cement in bags was carried on a typaglcarrier's vessel below 10.000 Dead
weight, discharged by ships gears, stacking tenmpava the wharf with forklifts for later
transportation by road to the hinterland.

Malahayati has the highest discharge tonnage by n@owial Operator, this is due to
Malahayati being the gateway for Banda Aceh, tlafier comprises of cement in bags,
construction material, sugar, fertilizer and conabtes.

PT Semen Padang, the cement industry located iangad/est Sumatra is constructing a 6000
metric ton capacity Silo in Malahayati port for g their cement in bulk and to do the

bagging on shore in coordination with PT Semen Aagléndonesia, cement factory in Lhok

Nga, Aceh.

The cement in bulk will shipped from Padang, and thscharge will be by Pneumatic
conveying system, usually used for low density mal® such as grit or volatile substances
(cement).

The material in the hold is sucked through a siytahaped device into a collector and stored
in a tank connected to a vacuum unit through erfily system. The material collected in the
tank is then conveyed to its destination (Silo)hgsa pneumatic pressure handling system.
Finally the bulk cement will be bagged in the baggplant before further distribution in land.
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A Private organisation plans to build a Liquidphalt shore tanks with storage of 2000 ton
capacity on 5000 m2 of land leased for 10 yeahiwMalahayati port.

This development leads towards a different configan off vessels calling, off take and
distribution from the port which in turn must haae impact on the capacity development of
hinterland.

Still more changes are planned , BRR will constiard extend the current wharf by further
130 meters length and will position a Tug Boat»flB00 HP to assist with ship handling.

Port of Malahayati may have been a model for tistohy of Aceh and the new Period of
Relief, Reconstruction and Rehabilitation of NammggAceh Darussalam after the devastating
Indian Ocean tsunami, and now a major gateway &DN
