Banda Aceh 
Departure of Staff 
Jens Beakholm, Head of Shipping Service 
departed Banda Aceh on 24 May on a Temporary 
Duty Mission to Sudan.  An official reassignment to 
Sudan will follow.  Naoki Maegawa, Logistics 
Officer, has been reassigned to WFP Somalia.  He 
left Banda Aceh on 20 May. 
 
Final Evaluation Mission 
The first phase of the Final Evaluation Mission was 
conducted from 16 to 28 May.  The second phase 
is scheduled in June.  The final report is expected 
by the end of June.  
 

Nias 
Moving of Office 
On 24 May, WFPSS Nias completed the move of 
an office container from the port to the UNORC 
compound. This office container will house the Nias 
Radio Room which will be managed by UNDP as of

Rental of Equipment  
On Sunday 20 May, two Manitous completed 
offloading of 500 cbm construction material from 

Vessel Andrian 4 for World Vision. The construction 
material consisting of doors, windows, roofing 
sheets, glass and ceramic tiles is for building 
schools in Nias.  The two Manitous were leased for 
a total of 21 hours. 

 
 

Simeulue 
IFRC Shipment 
Operated by a commercial operator, LCT Daily 
Express continued to Lafakha to pick up some 
heavy equipment of a private logging company after 
discharging the first IFRC shipment in Sinabang.  
Unfortunately, the LCT was grounded ashore in 
Lafakha and experienced serious damage due to 
strong waves in the area.   The ramp at the landing 
site in Lafakha was destroyed as well. 
 

 
 
After discharging of the second IFRC shipment, 
LCT Sumber Power proceeded to Lafakha to assist 
LCT Daily Express. 
 
Since the landing site in Lafakha cannot be used, 
IFRC is looking for an alternative landing site in the 
area.  Nasreheu has been considered by IFRC. 
They have requested WFPSS to assist them to 
conduct a landing site survey in Nasreheu.  
 

 

The next loading of IFRC cargo is scheduled for the 
end of May, they will load timber on LCT Sumber 
Power for discharge in Pertamina ramp, Sinabang.
